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It will, therefore, be seen that of the 118 puvnils, 44, or
more than one-third, are from the tovm and immediat?/ﬁicinity of
Purcellville and are from the territory sending pupils to the
graded school at purcellville, In the fu£ure this section pro-
mises prehaps an even larger percentage of the total High School
attendance; this may best be shown by the increased size of the
Purcellville Graded gchool which has growvn from 119 enrollment
in 1919 to 173 in 1926.
