“but when we look at the people speaking for Lincoln, who are the
most interested in and working the hardest for Lincoln, we see
them gray around the temples 2and we see no generation coming on to
take their places. We certainly see a coming geperation in
Purcellville, we do say that moral conditions in Purcellville
are just about as good as anyvhere else; not any better, but just
ag good.

The Philomont people come by here to go to school. It
would not be any harder for them to come here to school than to
go through here,

Now, gentlemen, I know that you are not going to locate this

school viith reference to any special locality, but with reference

to the whole county.

I wag not ime-
ported upon this occasion.Until 8 o'clock last night, I did not
know thig conference was on, but I am glad I was here. Though my
temples may be gray, we have sent to high school five children,
to college four and the fifth one ig there now. Again I gsay I

believe that the Lincoln High gchool should be rebuilt at Lincoln,

children who walk to school. I algo live on the dirt road where
36 children every school morning walk that road, five are my own,
